2006 CSMP

The Primary Pianist will start playing the song “Scripture Power”.   The children will walk to the stage with their scriptures in their hands.  They stand in front of their seat until the program begins.

CHILD #1:

I will trust in Heavenly Father and His Son Jesus Christ – Their promises are sure.  The promises of Heavenly Father and Jesus Christ to us are recorded in the scriptures.

CHILD#2:

In Second Nephi Chapter 10 verse 17 it says…“ Jesus said, “For I will fulfil my promises which I have made unto the children of men” (2 Nephi 10:17).
SONG A:  “SCRIPTURE POWER” (chorus only at this time) 

All children sing the two words “Scripture Power” and then the two children finish the lines.  As they sing the words “Scripture Power” they should put their hand in the air that they are holding their scriptures with.  They should do so with enthusiasm!

CHILD#1:

“Scripture Power” (sang by all children) Keeps me safe from sin.

CHILD #2:

“Scripture Power” (sang by all children) Is the Power to win.

CHILD#1:

Scripture Power” (sang by all children) Every day I need…

CHILD #2:

The power that I get each time I read.

CHILD #3:

 The promises found in the scriptures bless all of us.  They can bless me if I am faithful.

SONG A:  “SCRIPTURE POWER”

CHILD #4:

 I lived with Heavenly Father and Jesus Christ before I came to earth. I chose Heavenly Father’s plan.   I came to earth to gain a body and to make and keep sacred covenants.

CHILD #5:

 If I am obedient and faithful, I can be happy. Living “My Gospel Standards” will help me be happy.

CHILD #6:

Heavenly Father’s plan promises eternal happiness.

SONG B:  “I Know My Father Lives”  (pg. 5)

 Boys sing the first verse while girls hum, girls sing the second verse while boys hum.  

CHILD #7:

Heavenly Father and Jesus Christ make promises to me through the prophets.

Assign six boys to be a prophet, give them their GAK picture and have them dress in simple costume.
CHILD #8:    Nephi - GAK picture #303
And it came to pass that I, Nephi, said unto my father: I will go and do the things which the Lord hath commanded, for I know that the Lord giveth no commandments unto the children of men, save he shall prepare a way for them that they may accomplish the thing which he commandeth them. (1 Nephi 3:7)

CHILD #9:    Abinadi – GAK picture #308

I Abinadi taught that we should….Remember the  sabbath day, to keep it holy. Mosiah 13:16)

CHILD #10:  Alma – GAK picture #309

Now I Alma say unto you that ye must repent and be born again; for the Spirit saith if ye are not born again ye cannot inherit the kingdom of heaven; therefore come and be baptized unto repentance, that ye may be washed from your sins, that ye may have faith on the Lamb of God, who taketh away the sins of the world, who is mighty to save and to cleanse from all unrighteousness. (Alma 7:14)

CHILD #11:  Helaman – GAK picture #313

And now, their preservation was astonishing to our whole army, yea, that they should be spared while there was a thousand of our brethren who were slain. And we do justly ascribe it to the miraculous power of God, because of their exceeding faith in that which they had been taught to believe—that there was a just God, and whosoever did not doubt, that they should be preserved by his marvelous power.  Now this was the faith of these of whom I Helaman have spoken; they are young, and their minds are firm, and they do put their trust in God continually.  (Alma 57:26-27)

CHILD #12:  Moroni – GAK picture #320

And when ye shall receive these things, I Moroni would exhort you that ye would ask God, the Eternal Father, in the name of Christ, if these things are not true; and if ye shall ask with a sincere heart, with real intent, having faith in Christ, he will manifest the truth of it unto you, by the power of the Holy Ghost.   And by the power of the Holy Ghost ye may know the truth of all things.  (Moroni 10:4-5)

CHILD #13:  Joseph Smith – GAK picture #400

And now, after the many testimonies which have been given of him, this is the testimony, last of all, which we give of him: That he lives! (D&C 76:22)
CHILD #14: 

I will follow President Gordon B. Hinckley.  He is our prophet today.

SONG C:  “Follow the Prophet” (pp. 110-111) 


Follow the Prophet, President Hinckley verse:

Gordon Bitner Hinckley, leads our church today.

Chosen generation, do good, fear not, and pray.

Building many temples all across the world.

He teaches us to serve, be righteous boys and girls.

CHILD #15:
We believe that through the Atonement of Christ, all mankind may be saved, by obedience to the laws and ordinances of the Gospel. (AOF 3)

CHILD #16:
 Heavenly Father gave me agency and through Jesus Christ provided a way for me to repent and return to Him.

CHILD #17:

Heavenly Father chose Jesus Christ to be our Savior.  Jesus Christ was resurrected. He lives today.

SONG D:  “Did Jesus Really Live Again?” (pg. 64)  It would be pretty to have the oldest girl’s class come to the microphone and sing this song together with the rest of the primary humming.

CHILD #18:

 Jesus taught His gospel while He was on the earth.  After Jesus Christ’s death, an apostasy, or falling away from His gospel, took place.

CHILD #19:

Heavenly Father restored the gospel and the priesthood through Joseph Smith.  

CHILD #20:

I learn the gospel as I study the scriptures.

SONG E:  “Holding Hands Around the World”   (Friend, July 2002, 44–45)

CHILD #21:

Heavenly Father and Jesus Christ promise me blessings when I obey the commandments —for example, obeying the Word of Wisdom keeping the Sabbath day holy, and paying tithing.
CHILD #22:

“Therefore, if ye do keep his commandments he doth bless you and prosper you” (Mosiah 2:22)

SONG F:  “Dearest Children God is Near You” Hymns #96) 1st verse only.  Have the teachers sing the first part and have the children oooooh and come in on “He will bless you….”.

CHILD #23:

Heavenly Father heard the prayers of His children in the scriptures.  

CHILD #24:

Heavenly Father heard the prayers of the pioneers.

CHILD #25:

Heavenly Father hears and answers my prayers.’

CHILD #26:

“Be thou humble; and the Lord thy God shall lead thee by the hand, and give thee answer to thy prayers” (D&C 112:10).
SONG G:  “Tell Me, Dear Lord” (pg. 176)

CHILD #27:

 The scriptures tell how Noah’s family was protected through their obedience. I can be protected when I obey.  
CHILD #28:

The scriptures teach me that Jesus Christ forgave those who repented. I can be forgiven when I repent.  

CHILD #29:

 I can be faithful like the stripling warriors.

CHILD #30:

 I can liken the scriptures to myself and to my family.  

CHILD #31:

As I follow the direction and righteous examples given in the scriptures, the Lord promises me rich blessings.

CHILD #32:

“And now, … I would that ye should remember to search [the scriptures] diligently, that ye may profit thereby; … according to the promises which the Lord made unto our fathers” (Mosiah 1:7).

SONG H:  “Search, Ponder and Pray” (pg. 109)
CHILD #33:

Old Testament prophets foretold the coming of the Savior.

CHILD #34:

 Book of Mormon prophets foretold the birth of Jesus Christ.

CHILD #35:

The scriptures teach me how the people of Alma received comfort in their trials. I can also receive comfort.

CHILD #36:

The scriptures teach me that Esther had courage. I can have courage.

CHILD #37:

 The scriptures teach me that the Nephites were guided when they had faith. When I have faith, I can be guided and receive courage to choose the right.

CHILD #38:

Reading the scriptures brings me comfort.
