“I’ll Follow Him in Faith”
2007 Primary Program
Have a large poster of Jesus displayed on an easel in front of the chapel.

The primary pianist will play “I’ll Follow Him in Faith” while the children walk quietly to the stand and take their place.  Have them hum the song while Child #1 says his/her part then sing the whole song.
Child #1:
I have faith in the Lord Jesus Christ.  Faith means trust.  I trust Him, and I will follow Him.

SONG A:  “I’ll Follow Him in Faith” (All Primary Children sing)
Child #2:
Faith in the Lord Jesus Christ is the first principle of the gospel.

Child #3:
My faith in Jesus Christ is strengthened when I pray.

Child #4:
I have faith in the Lord Jesus Christ.  He will help me keep the commandments.

Child #5
My faith in Jesus Christ grows when I know who He is.

SONG B:   “This Is My Beloved Son” (CS, 76) Girls sing verses,(OR you could have individual girls sing a verse)  everyone sing “This is My Beloved Son, Hear Him”. Display pictures from the library for each of the verses.
Child #6:

Jesus Christ is Heavenly Father’s firstborn Son.  I am also a child of God.

Child #7:
Heavenly Father has a plan for me.  Jesus Christ and His Atonement are central to this plan.

Child #8:
Jesus Christ created the earth as a place for us to live and gain experience.

Child #9:
Jesus Christ lived on earth.  His teachings and miracles blessed the lives of the people.

Child #10:
My faith in Jesus Christ grows when I follow His example and keep His commandments.  In 2 Nephi chapter 31 verse 12 Jesus said:  “Follow me, and do the things which ye have seen me do.”
SONG C:  “I’m Trying to Be like Jesus” (CS, 78-79) All Children Sing 
Child #11:
Jesus Christ’s life is an example to me.

Child #12:
I will study the scriptures and pray.

Child #13:
I will keep the Sabbath day holy.

Child #14:
I will keep the commandments and live now to be worthy to go to the temple.

Child #15:
My faith in Jesus Christ grows when I know He is my Savior and Redeemer.  

SONG D:  “I Know That My Redeemer Lives:  (Hymns, no. 136) Sing the first verse through two times.   Have the primary children sing it first and then have the congregation sing it with them the second time.
Child #16:
Jesus Christ is my Savior and Redeemer.  He came into the world to do the will of the Father.

Child #17:
Because of the Atonement and Resurrection of Jesus Christ, I can repent and return to live with Heavenly Father.

Child #18:
My faith in Jesus Christ grows when I learn about the Restoration of the gospel.

SONG E:  “An Angel Came to Joseph Smith:  (CS, 86) Assign a couple of classes to sing a verse together and have them stand when it is their turn to sing. Then have all children stand and sing the last verse together.
Child #19:
The Lord restored the fullness of the gospel through Joseph Smith.
Child #20:
Joseph Smith translated the Book of Mormon by the power of God.

Child #21:
The Book of Mormon is the word of God and is another testament of Jesus Christ.

Child #22:
I follow Jesus Christ in faith when I make and keep my baptismal covenant.

SONG F:  “I Want to Live the Gospel” (CS, 148)
Child #23:
Jesus Christ was baptized.

Child #24:
When I am baptized, I covenant with Heavenly Father that I will take upon myself the name of Jesus Christ, always remember Him, and keep His commandments.

Child #25:
After I am baptized, I will be confirmed a member of The Church of Jesus Christ of Latter-day Saints and receive the gift of the Holy Ghost.

Child #26:
I partake of the sacrament to renew my baptismal covenant with Heavenly Father.

Child #27:
My family can follow Jesus Christ in faith.

SONG G:  “Love Is Spoken Here” (CS, 190-191) Girls sing first verse, boys sing second verse and then both sing together.
Child #28:
I can learn about righteous families by reading the scriptures.

Child #29:
I will honor my father and mother and show respect for others in my family.

Child #30:
My family can follow Jesus Christ in faith by holding family prayer, family scripture study, and family home evening.

Child #31:
My faith in Jesus Christ grows when I listen to the Holy Ghost.

SONG H:  “Listen, Listen” (CS, 107) Sing it through once all together.
Child #32:
A testimony is a spiritual witness given by the Holy Ghost.
Child #33:
In Moroni Chapter 10 verses 4 and 5 it says:  “And when he shall receive these things, I would exhort you that ye would ask God, the Eternal Father, in the name of Christ, if these things are not true:  and if ye shall ask with a sincere heart, with real intent, having faith in Christ, he will manifest the truth of it unto you, by the power of the Holy Ghost.  And by the power of the Holy Ghost ye may know the truth of all things.”
SONG H:  “Listen, Listen” (CS, 107) Sing it together in a round.
Child #34:
The Holy Ghost helps us know what is true.  Each of our five fingers can remind us of things the Holy Ghost bears witness of (holding up a finger with each point):  (1) God is our Father in Heaven; (2) Jesus Christ is His Son and is our Savior; (3) Joseph Smith is a prophet of God, and the Book of Mormon, which he translated by the gift and power of God, is true;  (4) The Church of Jesus Christ of Latter-day Saints is the Lord’s Church; and (5) We have a living prophet on the earth today.

Child 35:
Jesus Christ taught us to serve others.  I will serve others by treating them kindly and sharing what I have.  As I serve others, I serve Jesus Christ and show my love for Him.
Child #36:
I show my faith in Jesus Christ when I share the gospel with others.  I will be a good example to others by the way I live.  My testimony grows when I share it with my friends.

Child #37:
My faith in Jesus Christ blesses my life.  I am thankful for my blessings.  I am thankful for my home and family and for my membership in the church of Jesus Christ.  I will show my gratitude and love for Heavenly Father and Jesus Christ by keeping Their commandments.

Child #38:
Jesus Christ once lived on the earth, and I have faith that He will come again.  I can have peace, happiness, and love because of the coming of Jesus Christ.  

Have Pianist play and children hum “I’ll Follow Him in Faith” while 39-42 children give their parts
Child #39:
The Lord has blessed me with gospel truth.

I have learned His ways in my early youth.  

I will share my light for I know it’s right

To testify of Him.

Child #40:
The Lord has blessed me with simple faith.  

If I pray for help, He will give me strength.

I will do His work. I will gladly serve.  

I’ll follow Him in faith.

Child #41:
The Lord has blessed me to feel His love.

I have felt His promptings and learned to trust.  

So in all I do, I’ll be faithful to

The things I know are true.

Child #42:
The Lord has blessed me in many ways.  

With a thankful heart I will sing His praise.

I will raise my voice and proclaim my choice 

To follow Him in faith.

SONG G:  Have all children STAND and SING the last line of “I’ll Follow Him in Faith”…
He has shown the way, And through all my days, I’ll follow Him in faith.
